DOUBTING THOMAS - In today’s Gospel, belief is a main 

theme—Jesus urges Thomas to be believing, not unbelieving, and 

the author also urges us to believe. For many years now, people 

have been drifting away from regular Mass attendance. People 

speculate on the reasons for this and there is probably a 

combination of reasons. But one possibility is: They don’t believe 

any more, or at least their belief has weakened. 

If may be harder to believe today because of the conditions of 

society. For a long time, people took faith for granted. We 

assumed that we all believed in God, and Jesus Christ, and life 

after death. We spent our time talking about what we do, not what 

we believe.  

We need to take a hard look at our faith, because we can’t take 

faith for granted. Faith is a gift of God, but it takes participation, 

courage and conviction to believe. There’s more to faith than 

simply coming to Mass, but, my, how it helps to gather at 

Eucharist! This is where we experience God’s presence in a 

unique way.

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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK  
CATHOLIC SERVICES APPEAL-Our annual Catholic 
Services Appeal has begun. A Question that is 
sometimes asked is, “How does the Catholic Services 
Appeal benefit me, and our parish?” Answer: You and 
thousands of others in the Diocese of Saginaw are 
directly or indirectly served through the diocesan offices 
and ministries. The programs of our parishes are very 
important because much of the work of the Church takes 
place at the local level. But there are certain specialized 
services for which the Diocese has to take responsibility. 
These services include RCIA programs, marriage 
ministry, adult catechesis, outreach to the poor, support 
programs for our priests and religious, and so much more. 
It would be almost impossible for an individual parish to 
duplicate the scope of ministries and services provided by 
the diocese. With the diocese coordinating these 
programs, duplication of services is eliminated and we 
save both time and money. The Catholic Services Appeal 
is our opportunity to join our diocesan faith community in 
supporting the work of Christ in our Diocesan Church.

Our parish 
assessment this year is $44,000.00 We need the support 
of all parishioners to meet this goal.
